Requirements:

INTERNET ACCESS - Internet access is suggested for this class because much of the course content will be posted on the class web site, www.calstatela.edu/faculty/sleyva. 

PROJECT - There is a writing assignment for this course.  You will be expected to do a complete geologic hazard evaluation of your home and its location.  Your report is due on November 18th.  Late reports will not be accepted!

EXAMS - Two midterms and one final exam are scheduled. The exams will be taken without cooperation between students. Exams cover only the material since the last exam.  Each exam counts 100 points.  Make-up exams will be given only to those who can verify a valid excuse for missing a quiz.  The make-up will be given at a time that is mutually agreeable to both the student and myself, but must be arranged prior to the initial exam.  Failure to take the make-up will result in the missed exam counting in as a zero.  In addition, the exam question sheet must be returned to me after the exam and after the exam review. Failure to do so will result in a ten (10)-point reduction in the student's grade for that exam.
Grading:

Total possible class points will come from three equally weighted exams and a project. Each exam is worth 100 points (for a total of 300 points) and the project is worth 100.  You may do up to 30 points of extra credit work to raise you total points earned.  You grade is based on your percentage score out of 400 points: A= >85%; B = 75-85%; C= 75-65% D= 65-55%; F=< 55%.
